Guess what it 1s

Put students into teams of 3 or 4. Then everyone sits and listens
carefully to the teacher for a description of something or someone
(e.g. “This is an animal which lives in Africa and Asia loves
taking baths. It flaps its ears to keep cool. It has a really long
nose’”’ — answer: elephant).

Then each team discusses what they think it 1s before giving an
answer. You can give the description sentence by sentence,
encouraging the students to guess each time, until one group

wins. You can start off with easy clues and slow speech but then
progressively choose more difficult words and speak more quickly so
the students really have to concentrate.
